A short history of BHI: British Humanities Index

Beginning in 1916, BHI was originally published by the Library Association in the UK,
as a printed index called the Subject GuidBé¢oiodicals. This continued until 1962
when it changed its name to British Humanities Index (BHI). In 1985 abstracts were
added and in 1990 the product became available HROM format (ceased in 2005). In

1997 an archive CD spanning the years 19827 was produced. Today, BHI is
available as a quarterly print publication and on the web on CSA Illumina.
